Comparing the results of the Polish and Spanish schools.
In the first question of our survey the Polish people answered that they believed their city was not clean enough and, on the other hand, we also think that Valencia is not a very clean city. The main difference is that our percentage of people that think so is greater than theirs. Also, they have a lower percentage of people who is for the opinion that their city is very dirty.

With reference to the second question, paper is the most recycled material by the people in Valencia and metal is the least recycled one. On the other hand, paper is the most recycled material by the Polish and ink cartridges and glass are the least recycled ones.

In the third question the material we recycle the most at work or at school is paper and the less recycled material is glass, the same item that polish people recycle

In the fourth question, what would we ask to our local authorities to solve the problem of rubbish, we answered: firstly, to put more recycling containers in the street and secondly, to fine the people who throw rubbish on the streets. The Polish thougth the same.
To the fifth question of our survey, what do people think about the measures taken by the local authorities on the subject of rubbish, Spanish people think that they do their best although they  could improve. The Polish didn’t have this question in their survey.
The sixth question asked why people recycle. In our survey people said that they think  they do that because it is very important to take care of our environment. The Polish answer was that they recycle because they think  it’s their duty.

To the seventh question which asked what type material is thrown in the yellow container, in our survey dominates this answer: “plastic packages, metal tins, and Tetra Briks (milk or drink cartons). The Polish  only  throw plastic packages and Tetra Briks.
To the eighth question we were asked about what people do with oil after  using it for cooking; In our survey dominates the  answer that once it is used a few times, it is put in a plastic bottle or glass bottle and then it is thrown to the green or yellow container. The Polish answer was that they throw it into the sink.

In the following question, the ninth, we wanted to know which type of containers were found near our houses. In our survey, the biggest percentage was for organic (general) waste. The Polish said that near their houses they also find the same type of containers. 
Finally, to the tenth question which asked if we knew what happened to rubbish after having thrown it into the containers, we answered that we were not sure but we knew something about the topic. The Polish said that they weren't very sure, too.
